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MEDICATIONS
If your child requires any type of medication during the school year, please follow the instructions below and use the attached NDAE Medication Permission Form for medication directions.  

· A Medication Permission Form stating what the medication is and the dosage directions, as well as the parent signature, must be provided.  

· Medications, prescription or non-prescription, administered at school must be in the original bottle/container.  It should be labeled with the student’s name and dosage information.  The bottle/container should be placed in a plastic storage bag with the Medication Permission Form inside the bag.  This should be given to the school office.  
· The student shall come to the office for medication.

· A student’s medication shall be self-administered.

· Students may not carry medication of any kind to be self-administered at school.  (An exception of an inhaler requires a special release from the parent/guardian for a child who can self-administer.)

All medication is kept in the school office and must be administered in the presence of an adult.  The administering of medication will be logged.  In the case of Kindergarten students, the medication is kept in a locked area in their classroom.  The teacher or instructional aide will hand the student his/her medication and log it.
